version with the option to call in by phone.  Questions were taken from the floor.  Ken Garno 
stated that TNT has been assigned the neighborhoods as part of the City’s Complete Count 
initiative. 

Committee Updates: Kathy Stribley stated that the Planning Committee is still dealing with the 
flooding issue; there is misinformation regarding the water and streams effecting the valley.
