Approval of September 9%, 2020 Minutes: Kathy Stribley motioned to approve the minutes, Joe
Romano 2", all were in favor.

Issues for District Representatives/City Departments/Elected Officials/: A police crime data
report was sent out with the email blast.

Hon. Chol Majok stated that the
Council passed the ‘Right to Know’ legislation: officers must identify themselves when doing
non-criminal stops. This law takes effect on December 14",
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Common Council Redistricting: Hon. Helen Hudson, President of the Common Council,
President Hudson will be undergoing a process to appoint community members to be a part of
the commission. These Commissioners will be barred from running for office for 5 years for the
district lines they have drawn. Once the Commission draws the map, the council will have to
adopt the new district map. A timeline for the panel selection was provided.

TNT City-wide Board Director Updates: Tina Zagyva stated that the Census initiative ended
today as the federal government ended the Census on this day.

Committee Updates: Kathy Stribley stated that there was work done on the stream with a
couple of volunteers.
