March 15, 2022 meeting minutes:  Hilary Donohue motioned to approve the minutes, Rick 
Destito seconded, all were in favor. 

Issue for City Departments/Elected Officials/District Representatives:   Captain Lynch provided 
a crime analysis overview.  Questions were taken from the floor. Hon. Hogan stated that the 
council is currently working on the city budget hearings as well as allocating the ARPA funds. 
There are ten commercial corridors within the city; funding will be available for those 
interested in opening a business or remodeling buildings along each corridor.  Geddes street 
will potentially benefit from this program. Questions were taken from the floor. 

Community Foresty and Tree Equity: Dr. Lemir Teron  LTeron@esf.esu 
Dr. Teron, SUNY ESF, provided a presentation on community resilience and tree equity across 
Syracuse.  The program addresses the health and environmental benefits of increasing the local 
tree canopy in partnership with the City and Onondaga Earth Corp. There will be a $1,000 
trained program stipend for those who are interested.  Questions were taken from the floor. A 
link was provided for a brief survey.

City as Canvas: The Delavan RFP deadline was April 15th, 5 submissions were presented to the 
sector.  Artist’s included: Cayetano Valenzuela, Jaleel Campbell, Ally Walker, Cassie Cavallaro, 
Anthony Washington.   A rank-choice ballot was distributed; absentee ballots were collect from 
tenants within the Delavan building.  The sector will be notified of the top choice via email.  The 
top choice will be reviewed by the Syracuse Public Art Commission to ensure the artist is in
