There is
currently an abundance of funds from a variety of sources coming into the Police Department,
some of which is set aside to purchase and install additional C.O.P.S. cameras. It was stated
that there are ongoing issues in the supply chain and additional cameras will have to wait.
Captain Lynch provided a brief crime overview. It was requested that additional crime reports
include number of guns removed from the streets. Questions were taken from the floor.
